The Brazilian immigrant population in the U.S. 

has increased immensely in the last ten years. Ac-

cording to a master community study done by  

Abigail Amorim in 2003, there are approximately 

3000 people living in Hartford alone. Brazilians 

are linguistically different from other Latino 

groups. They speak Portuguese and not Spanish. 

Despite the similarities, they encounter many bar-

riers when applying for services that are targeted 

at Spanish speaking groups.  
 

 

Knowing that "when people start looking at the 

place they belong as their own community, they 

start treating it with honor and respect", the need 

to form an organization that would provide ser-

vices, referrals and resources in their own Portu-

guese language became crucial for the Brazilians 

integration and assimilation in the new country’s 

social and cultural norms. 
 

 

 For this reason the main purpose of the 

"ALIANÇA BRASILEIRA DOS ESTADOS 

UNIDOS" is to assist the Brazilian immigrant 

community in their adaptation to their new life in 

the United States, maintain their physical, emo-

tional, and mental health so they can regain confi-

dence, self-dignity, honor, and respect.  
 

 

However the "ALIANÇA" will not exclude immi-

grants from other groups who may benefit from its 

services. In fact the "ALIANÇA" is building part-

nership with other community organizations in 

Hartford and other states to engage in activities 

with them and work on a referral system to help 

the Brazilian and other groups utilize the services 

available to them.

"Through collaborative teamwork, build alli-

ances with other local, state, federal, and inter-

national community organizations in order to 

help provide educational services, resources, 

and referrals to the Brazilian population living 

in the U.S.

Goals 
• Provide leadership development and train-

ing to promote interpersonal relationships 

and job opportunities. Through partnerships 

with local education institutions, provide 

students with referrals to programs such as 

ESL, technical programs, etc. to help them 

excel, find better jobs, seek higher educa-

tion, empower themselves, and become self-

sufficient. 
 

• Provide the community with referrals, sup-

port groups and advocacy in the areas of 

education, health, employment and training, 

youth services, energy assistant, housing, 

domestic violence, elderly & immigration 

issues, etc. 
 

• Advocate for the recognition, pride, and re-

spect of the growing number of  

      Brazilians living in Hartford and in the  

      U.S.  their customs, culture, traditions,  

      and ethnicity in order to help transpire  

      role models and new leaders to emerge. 
 

• Promote leadership development by encour-

aging and supporting outside ideas and pro-

jects that will enhance the social, financial, 

and cultural lives of the community. 
 

• Arrange internship opportunities to students 

pursuing undergraduate and graduate 

schools in the areas of human services, and 

social work-community organization, policy 

planning, group work, and others.
